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Development and Reorganization of the Slavic Institute

The Slavic Institute attached to the Faculty of Law of Hokkaido University was
established in 1955. At that time it had only one assistant professorship and one
assistantship. ~ During the last 23 years it has been developed as the only research
institute in the field of slavic studies in Japan. Now it has three professorships and
three assistant professorships.

From April 1st 1978, the Slavic Institute will be reorganized as Slavic Research
Center, attached directly to Hokkaido University. It will have seven professorships,
one visiting professorship and two foreign visiting professorships. It can afford to those
foreign visiting professors both the travel fee and monthly salary. They are expected
to join the research projects, and to stay in Sapporo for six months (minimum) or ten

months (maximum).
